To us it's very important to aim for an unassisted calf with good vigor that hops up and nurses
quickly. No one has the time to be pulling calves in this busy day and age or fighting with them to get colostrum during those first critical
hours. Every one of our calves is weighed on a digital scale within 24 hours of birth.

Onc@again our sale will be a live video auction on the farm. The bulls will be available to view on farm at any time and will be in pens for
the buyers convenience on Tuesday and Wednesday.

Any loss arising from such resale to-
gether with keep and all other expenses shall be payable by the defaulter. Transcon Livestock Corp and/or the Auctioneer shall have the right
to refuse bids from anyone who has a previous record of default in payment or who has not made proper credit clearance prior to the sale
with the owner or Sale Managers.

BID - No private sales will be allowed except as otherwise provided for in the terms and conditions. No by-bidding will be permitted.

SALES TAXES - Applicable sales taxes will be charged on semen, embryos, and trucking fees (if listed), respective to the home province of the
buyer, not the seller.
